(A camera rental contract must be signed and the camera returned by the due date- any broken, lost, or stolen cameras are the responsibility of the students and parents- and fines will be assessed accordingly if a camera is not returned in the same condition when checked out.
· Portfolio: 3-ring notebook/binder (needs to be in 3 sections with dividers: 

#1 Handouts;  #2 Prints (Projects);  #3 Negatives)

·  Extra rolls of B&W film might need to be purchased by the student for $4 per roll*.
· Extra Photo paper if needed ($.50 per sheet of RC/$1.00 per sheet for fiber paper or ortho film)*
· Darkroom towel (old towel--- paper towels will be provided on a limited basis)

*These items are available for purchase in class.
Expectations: 

1. START OF CLASS:  Please be in your seat when the bell rings.  The first five minutes of class are always reserved for attendance and announcements.  Please check the board for the Plan of the Day!

       Attendance and Tardies:  Good classroom attendance is essential in order for students to keep up with      

       assignments in Photography.  All absences occurring on a workday may need to be made up 
       during following workdays or possibly during an off hour – arrangements must be made with Mrs.  

       Brown in advance. Please check her schedule- thanks!  Any missed demonstrations will 
       need to be made up by getting notes from a friend and working with a friend who watched the demo or 
       setting an appt. with Mrs. Brown. UNEXCUSED ABSENCES AND TARDIES WILL AFFECT  

       YOUR OVERALL PARTICIPATION GRADE.
2. DURING CLASS:  Students should have respect for others, the teacher, and respect for materials. Please remain quiet and attentive while the teacher or other students are talking.  
       You are expected to be working on Photo projects at all 
       times.  (You will not be allowed to work on other homework during class unless you are 

       completely done with the current project and current sketchbook page/s!)  There will be down

       time when other students are using the equipment.  This is a good time to work on your 

       Sketchbook Journal project.  The photography classroom should be an encouraging and positive  
       learning environment at all times!  There is one Art pass for leaving the room to   

       use the restroom. Please ask Mrs. Brown to use the pass and to see if it is available. Bathroom breaks 

       are limited to 5-10 minutes. Misuse of the pass will result in a loss of this privilege.

       HOMEWORK!! You will be assigned to take 24 pictures for each assignment. This is homework    

       and should be taken outside of school (during daylight) for best results. You must come prepared with 

       this completed homework within the first week of the assignment). If you come unprepared, forget the

       film, or camera… you will have to complete a written assignment. 

3. END OF CLASS:  The teacher, not the bell, dismisses you.  It is important that everyone has cleaned up and finished working 5 minutes prior to the bell for this to occur.

                           *School rules apply in the photo room including: Dress Code and Electronics/Internet 

                             policies. Cell Phones/Ipods/Tablets may only be used for listening to music (must be on 

                             table/one earbud in or for taking photos of artwork. All other uses are not allowed). 
                           *Students should use only Appropriate Imagery in art work (if it’s not allowed in school-

                              it’s not allowed in your artwork- i.e. no weapons, drugs, alcohol, nudity, etc…) 
Content:  

Students will learn advanced B&W film photography and darkroom techniques needed to create fine art photography.   There will be an increasing emphasis in perfecting darkroom skill, print quality, and creativity.  Alternative Processes to be explored will include: Cyanotype processes with high contrast ortho film, Toning, Hand-Coloring, Mural Printing, and Negative Distortion techniques. There will be a semester long Sketchbook/Journal Project with bi-weekly assignments and due dates.  Finally, students will upload photos on a website called Artsonia to complete a graded online digital portfolio.  Student assignments will meet the established standards for art education at the district, state, and national levels. 

Grading:

Grading will reflect the following every 6 weeks when the digital portfolio is graded and checked using this criteria:

PROGRESS REPORTS/POSTED GRADES:  Due to the structure of this art class, grades will be updated every 2-3 weeks and will be available to check online.  Major projects will be marked as complete as soon as possible but may not be handed back until the end of the semester due to display purposes.  Portfolio grades will be assessed right before each 6 week grading period. 
ASSIGNMENTS:

Each project will be assigned and a Contact Sheet and Final Print will be turned in and marked complete, worth 10 points.  The final print must be digitally photographed and uploaded to the Artsonia website. Every six weeks the portfolio will be graded using the criteria above (worth 50 points). There will be a Final Project and Written Critique worth 50 points.  All aspects of a project must be kept in your portfolio notebook (including your negatives, contact sheet, working prints and final print once graded and returned).  With each new project, you are expected to take a new roll of film (if specified on the handout) and use only your own negatives.  Any students using negatives from the past (unless the handout allows that) or other student’s negatives will receive a zero for that project.   This is considered to be cheating.
The grading scale reflects the following:

100%-90%=A  89%-80%=B  79%-70%=C  69%-60%=D  Below 59%=F 

LATE WORK POLICY:  

If a project or assignment is turned in late, students will lose the 10 point participation check-mark for that assignment until it is turned in. They will have until the end of the 6 week grading period to get caught up.  
ASSESSMENTS:  A variety of assessments will be used throughout the semester, which will include: possible quizzes, a written final essay critique, self-evaluation forms/rubrics, and portfolio/sketchbook reviews and checks.  Participation in critiques and daily participation with cleanup will also be forms of assessment.
